Our Statement of Faith includes only those truths upon which all orthodox Christians agree. It concerns
the authority of Scripture, Deity of Christ, the Person and Work of Jesus Christ (the Gospel} as revealed in
Scripture. It is the faith once delivered to the saints (Jude 1:2, Ephesians 4:5) which distinguishes
believers from non-believers. There are many other precious truths taught in the Bible over which godly
men have differed in understanding. Therefore, this is not a statement of all that is important to believe,
but of all that is essential to believe for Christian fellowship and unity. (Romans 15:7).

Because our tutorial requires parental involvement {where all parents will have involvement with and

influence over our children), we feel it imperative that all families involved with our tutorial agree with and

are able to sign this Statement of Faith.

We believe:

1.

The Bible to be the inspired, infallible, divinely preserved Word of God, the supreme and final
authority for all faith and life.

That there is one God, eternally existent in three persons: Father, Son and Holy Spirit. All three are
co-equal, co-eternal, and fully God.
